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1. Uvod

Zbog svojih jedinstvenih i rijetkih kolekcija, Specijalne zbirke Nacionalne i univerzi-
tetske biblioteke Bosne i Hercegovine (NUBBIiH) su nezamjenjiv izvor za mnogostruke
istraZivacke projekte i naucne radove. Ve¢ dugi niz godina NUBBiH ulaZze napor da pu-
tem svojih projekata naucnoj zajednici poblize predstavi vrijedne kolekcije Specijalnih
zbirki. Da bi se korisnicima osigurao brzi i laksi pristup gradi, a ujedno i zastitili origi-
nalni dokumenti od njihovog daljeg propadanja, grada koja je obuhvaéena projektima
digitalizira se i prezentira kroz Digitalne kolekcije NUBBiH. U ovom radu predstavit
¢emo jedan takav projekt, a to je projekt zastite i prezentacije Arhiva polji¢kih isprava
iz Zbirke Aleksandra Poljani¢a te ¢emo prikazati dosadasnje rezultate, kao i krajnje
ciljeve ovoga projekta.

The Special Collections of the National and University Library of Bosnia and Herzego-
vina (NULBIH) are an irreplaceable source for multiple research projects and scientific
papers. For many years, NULBIH has been strengthening efforts to present values of
Special Collections to the scientific community through its projects. To provide users
with faster and easier access to the material, and at the same time to protect the orig-
inal documents from their further deterioration, the materials covered by the projects
are digitized and presented through the Digital Collections portal of the National and
University Library of BIH.

In this article, we will present the ongoing project “Protection and presentation of the
Poljica Documents Archive from the Collection of Aleksandar Poljani¢” and so far, the
results and ultimate goals of this project.

1. Introduction

Digitalizacija starih knjiga, rukopisa i dokumenata
u velikoj je ekspanziji od pocetka ovoga stoljeca.
Gotovo sve bastinske institucije koriste nove tehno-
logije kako bi ponajprije sacuvale originalna djela te
produzile njihov vijek trajanja. Digitalizacija pruza
vecu vidljivost grade i Cini je dostupnom istraziva-
¢ima, nau¢nim i kulturnim radnicima, ali 1 najSiroj
publici te umnogome pojednostavljuje njihov rad i
pristup informacijama. Nacionalna i univerzitetska
biblioteka Bosne i Hercegovine (NUBBiH) jed-
na je od takvih institucija. Ona bastini blago koje
svjedoci o proslosti kako naSe zemlje i njenih na-
roda tako i susjednih zemalja, ali 1 Sire. U okviru
Specijalnih zbirki, u NUBBiH pohranjena je zbirka

Since the beginning of the 21* century, there has
been a significant increase in the digitization of
old books, manuscripts, and documents. Almost
all heritage institutions use new technologies pri-
marily to preserve original works and extend their
lifespan. Digitization provides greater visibility of
the material and makes it accessible to researchers,
scientists, cultural workers, and a broader audience.
It remarkably simplifies their work and access to
information. The National and University Library
of Bosnia and Herzegovina (NULB&H) is such an
institution. It inherits a treasure that witnesses the
history of our country and its people, neighbour-
ing countries, and further. Croatian Cyrillic docu-



hrvatskih ¢irili¢nih isprava iz novovjekovnoga peri-
oda koju danas ¢ini ukupno 293 dokumenta. Isprave
ove zbirke bile su u vlasnistvu Aleksandra Poljani-
¢a (1884-1948), nekadasnjega dugogodisnjeg di-
rektora Zemaljske banke za Bosnu i Hercegovinu
i znamenitoga kolekcionara.! O tome kako su ove
isprave dospjele u NUBBiH iscrpno pise A. Rodinis
u knjizi Aleksandar Poljanié. Tragom zaplijenjene
zbirke (2012). Rukopisna zaostavstina A. Poljanica
nije bila jedinstvena, nego ju je ¢inilo vise zbirki.?
Bogata grada bila je u Poljani¢evu vlasnistvu sve do
1945. godine, kada je optuzen za saradnju s okupa-
torima 1 prijestup protiv narodne Casti, a jedan od
vidova kazni bila je i konfiskacija imovine, §to se
desilo i u procesu protiv njega. Prema odredbama
Sreskog suda, jedan dio Poljani¢eve zbirke prene-
sen je u Ministarstvo prosvjete NRBiH, a nakon
toga zaostavstina se trebala dijeliti, ovisno o vrsti
grade, tadasnjoj Narodnoj biblioteci i Zemaljskom
muzeju. U zapisniku zapljene navodi se da se u
stanu A. Poljanic¢a biblioteka nalazila u tri prosto-
rije, Sto samo po sebi ukazuje na obim fonda koji
je posjedovao (Rodinis 2012, 92). Zbog navodnih
tehni¢kih nemoguénosti, knjige iz biblioteke nisu
detaljno popisane, nego su samo prenesene u Mini-
starstvo prosvjete NRBiH i zapeCacene. Zemaljski
muzej je tek 1947. godine uspio popisati knjige iz
Poljani¢eve zbirke te je “po naredenju Ministarstva
prosvjete NRBiH predao veéi dio arhivalija iz zbir-
ke Ace Poljani¢a Narodnoj biblioteci NRBiH u Sa-
rajevu”, na osnovu presude iz 1945. godine (Rodi-
nis 2012, 95). U inventarnim knjigama Nacionalne
1 univerzitetske biblioteke BiH stoji da su poljicke
isprave poklon Ministarstva prosvjete. Kao Sto je
navedeno, sva zaplijenjena grada A. Poljani¢a do-
dijeljena je ovom ministarstvu, tako da se i on sam
na pojedinim mjestima navodio kao neko ko je bio
vlasnik dokumenata koje je Ministarstvo poklonilo
Biblioteci.

' Aleksandar Poljani¢ roden je 1884. godine u Gradaccu, gdje je za-

vr$io osnovu $kolu, a realnu gimnaziju u Zagrebu. U Becu je studirao
na Trgovackoj akademiji kao stipendist bosanskohercegovacke
Zemaljske vlade, a jedno vrijeme studirao je i na zagrebackom Mud-
roslovnom fakultetu. Nakon studija vratio se u Bosnu, gdje je dugo
godina radio kao direktor Zemaljske banke za BiH. Sakupljanjem
kulturnoga blaga poceo se baviti veoma rano, a za sakupljacki interes
sarajevskog bankara proculo se nadaleko. Vidi detaljnije kod Rodini-
sa (2012, 8-26).

A. Solovjev navodi da Poljani¢ “nma BepoBarHO HajBehy y
JyrocnaBuju 30MpKy akaTa MUCAHUX OOCAHYHMIIOM (OBHM 3aIlaJHUM
BapujanToM hupuinne) —ox XVIn o XIX Beka” te da ona “ofOyxpara
oko 200 xoMaja WCIpaBa W3 3a0CTAaBIITHHE MOJBHYKOT IKYIHHKA
Mare Muxanosuha” (Solovjev 1934, 399). Da li su sve isprave u sas-
tavu danasnje zbirke iz zaostavstine M. Mihanovic¢a, moze se samo
nagadati. Moguce je da je dio isprava doSao i drugim putem, o cemu
ukratko izvjestava M. Brkovi¢: “Jedan se veci broj nalazio kod rah-
metli Seida M. Tralji¢a, izmedu ostaloga bivseg djelatnika Akademi-
jina Zavoda u Zadru, koje su poslije njegove smrti vjerojatno zavrsile
u sastavu navedene sarajevske zbirke” (Brkovi¢ 2014, 34).

ments from the new age period, which consists of
293 documents, are deposited in NULB&H as a part
of the Special Collections. The documents of this
collection were the property of Aleksandar Poljani¢
(1884-1948),' the former perennial director of the
National Bank for Bosnia and Herzegovina and a
famous collector. How these documents reached
NULB&H Andrej Rodinis writes exhaustively in
the book “Aleksandar Poljani¢: tracing a confiscated
collection” (2012). A. Poljani¢’s manuscript legacy
was not unified but consisted of several collections.?
This rich collection was in Poljani¢ possession until
1945 when they accused him of cooperating with
the occupiers and acting against the nation’s hon-
or. One kind of punishment was the confiscation of
property, which was imposed against him. The Dis-
trict Court decided to transfer a part of Poljani¢’s
collection to the Ministry of Education of the NR-
B&H. After that, the legacy was divided, depending
on the type of material, to the National Library and
the National Museum. According to the confisca-
tion record in A. Poljani¢’s apartment, the library
was located in three rooms, which indicates the size
of the fund he owned (Rodinis 2012, 92). Due to
the alleged technical impossibilities, the books from
his library were not listed in detail, but only trans-
ferred to the Ministry of Education of the NRB&H
and sealed. The National Museum managed to list
books from Poljani¢’s collection in 1947, and “by
order of the Ministry of Education of the NRB&H,
most of the archives from the collection of Aca Pol-
jani¢ were handed over to the National Library of
the NRB&H in Sarajevo” based on the verdict from
1945 (Rodinis 2012, 95). In the inventory books
of the National and University Library of BiH, it
writes that the Poljica documents are a gift from the
Ministry of Education. As already mentioned, all
the confiscated material of A. Poljani¢ was allocated
to the Ministry of Education, so in the library inven-
tory books, it is stated that he was also the owner of
the documents.

' Aleksandar Poljani¢ was born in 1884 in Gradacac where he finished

elementary school and high school in Zagreb. He studied in Vienna
at the Trgovacka akademija (Academy of Commerce) as a scho-
larship holder of the Government of Bosnia and Herzegovina. He
also studied at the Faculty of Arts in Zagreb. He returned to Bosnia
after graduating from school, where he worked as the director of the
National Bank of B&H for many years. He started collecting cultural
treasures very early. The collecting interest of the Sarajevo banker
became widely known. See more details in Rodinis (2012, 8-26).

A. Solovjev states that Poljani¢ “probably has the largest collection
of documents written in bosancica (this western variant of Cyrillic)
— from the 16™ to the 19" century in Yugoslavia™ and that it “inclu-
des about 200 documents from the legacy of priest Mate Mihanovi¢
from Poljica parish” (Solovjev 1934, 399). One can only speculate
whether all the documents from the legacy of M. Mihanovi¢ are part
of the collection kept in the National and University Library of B&H.
Some of these documents may have been procured in another way, as
M. Brkovi¢ briefly reports: “A large number was owned by the late
Seid M. Tralji¢, among other, a former employee of the Academy
Institute in Zadar, which after his death probably ended up in the
specified Sarajevo collection.” (Brkovi¢ 2014, 34).
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2. O projektu

Pocetkom 2019. godine NUBBIiH se odlucila po-
krenuti projekt “Cuvanje, zaitita i prezentacija
dokumenata iz Arhiva Poljicke republike pisanih
bosancicom”. Postavljeni ciljevi projekta bili su
identifikacija i obrada isprava Poljicke knezije kao
grade od izuzetnog znacaja, zatim zastita i oCuvanje
ovih dokumenata kroz proces digitalizacije koji ¢e
omoguciti korisnicima laksi, brzi, a za gradu sigur-
niji pristup, pri ¢emu ¢e se smanjiti kontakt s ori-
ginalnim dokumentima, a time umanjiti procenat
ostecenja. Transliteracijom sadrzaja isprava te prila-
godavanjem danasnjem pravopisu namjera je da se
stvore preduvjeti za nova istrazivanja, a izgradnjom
digitalne kolekcije, odnosno ukljucivanjem u veé
postojece, povecava se vidljivost i dostupnost grade
koja je do sada bila nevidljiva kako drustvenoj tako
1 istrazivackoj zajednici.

Prvi korak u realizaciji projekta bio je izdvajanje je-
dinica / dokumenata, preciziranje njihovog fizickog
opisa, dimenzija i porijekla te utvrdivanje eventual-
nih prethodnih reparacija, stepena i vrste oStecenja.
U skladu s ovom analizom planirane su moguce re-
paracije, kao i potrebne tehnike i materijali za re-
stauraciju i konzervaciju. Sljedeci korak bila je di-
gitalizacija tekstova dokumenata, odnosno cirili¢na
transkripcija i latini¢na transliteracija te adaptacija
na savremeni jezik. Digitalne kopije su takoder pre-
date na tehni¢ku pripremu za postavku u Digitalne
kolekcije NUBBiH. Nakon kompletne obrade do-
kumenata koju je radio vanjski saradnik uslijedila
je 1 detaljna obrada grade u sistemu COBISS kako
bi se digitalni sadrzaji mogli povezati s metapoda-
cima. Dok se odvijala obrada dokumenata, radilo se
laboratorijsko ispitivanje prioriteta, CiS¢enje, a ovi-
sno o dijagnostici provodila se i potrebna restaura-
cija. Za pohranu, cuvanje i zastitu obradene grade
nabavljene su beskiselinske arhivske kutije u koje
su pohranjeni obradeni i konzervirani dokumenti.
Na ovaj nacin originali ¢e biti dugoro¢no zasti¢eni
od moguceg daljeg oStecenja i propadanja.

Kao jedan od krajnjih ciljeva ovoga projekta planira-
ne su publikacije (Stampana izdanja) u kojima e biti
predstavljeni svi dokumenti, a trenutno je u izradi
prvi tom u kojem ¢e biti prezentirani rezultati istra-
zivanja prve faze projekta. S obzirom na slozenost
projektnih aktivnosti i obim grade, projekt e trajati
tri godine i realizirat ¢e se kroz faze. Tako ¢e grada
Arhiva Poljicke knezije biti ne samo identificirana i
zasti¢ena ve¢ 1 adekvatno predstavljena te ponude-
na svim zainteresiranim korisnicima: istraziva¢ima,
nau¢nim 1 kulturnim radnicima, ¢ime ¢e se iznova
regenerirati kako kulturni, umjetnicki tako i drustve-
ni znacaj ovih vrijednih zbirki, ali i NUBBiH kao
krovne bibliotecke ustanove Bosne i Hercegovine.
Projekt “Cuvanje, zatita i prezentacija dokumena-

2. About the Project

NULB&H decided to launch the project “Protection
and presentation of documents from the archive of
the Poljica Republic written in Bosancica” at the be-
ginning of 2019. The set goals of the project were
the identification and processing of documents of
the Principality of Poljica as the material of excep-
tional importance. It would follow the protection
and preservation of Poljica documents through digi-
tization that would provide to the users simple, fast-
er, and safer access to materials. At the same time, it
will prevent excessive manipulation of the original
documents and hence mitigate damage percentage.
By transliterating the content of documents and
adapting them to today’s spelling, the intention is to
create preconditions for new research. By building
a digital collection the visibility, and accessibility
of the material will increase, both to the social and
research community.

The first step in the realization of the project was
the selection of units / documents, specifying their
physical description, dimensions, and origin, and
determining any previous reparations, the degree,
and the type of damage. This analysis envisages
appropriate reparations and the acquisition of the
necessary materials and techniques for restoration
and conservation. The next step was Cyrillic tran-
scription and Latin transliteration, as well as adap-
tation to the contemporary language. Digital cop-
ies, meanwhile, have been submitted for technical
preparation for installation in the Digital Library.
After the external associate completes the process-
ing of all the documents, the librarians will do the
cataloguing in COBISS to relate digital content to
metadata. While the documents were processed, the
laboratory tested priorities for restoration and, de-
pending on the diagnosis, the necessary conserva-
tion was conducted. For the storage, preservation,
and protection of Poljica documents, we procured
acid-free archive boxes. Thus, we will protect the
originals from possible further damage and deterio-
ration in the long run.

One of the final goals of this project is a publication
(print) that will represent all the documents. Current-
ly, the first volume is in publishing and it will contain
all the results of the first phase of the project. Due to
the complexity of the project activities and material
scope, the project will last for three years and will
stretch into three phases. This will provide for, not
only identification and protection but also the prop-
er presentation to all interested parties: researchers,
scientists, cultural enthusiasts. This will also trigger
new cultural and artistic interest and social impor-
tance of these renowned collections and will shed
new light on NULB&H as the central library institu-
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina. So far, the Federal
Ministry of Cultural and Sports has supported the

3. O poljickim ispravama iz zbirke Aleksandra
Poljanic¢a

Zbirka poljickih isprava NUBBiH zavedena je u in-
ventarne knjige od rednog broja Ms 959 do Ms 1252,
Sto je ukupno 293 dokumenta. Isprave su manje-vi-
Se popisane hronoloski, tako da je prva, najstarija
isprava, iz 1507. godine, dok je posljednja iz 1867.
godine. Jedan broj isprava, nekih desetak, nema go-
dinu nastanka. Zavodenje dokumenata u inventarne
knjige datira od 6. 3. do 25. 4. 1953. godine.

Pored ovih dokumenata, u inventarnim knjigama
Specijalnih zbirki NUBBiH zavedeni su na drugim
mjestima joS neki ¢irili€ni dokumenti nastali u Po-
ljicima. Tih nekoliko dokumenata spominje se u po-
pisu V. Mosina i S. M. Tralji¢a koji je predocen u
&lanku “Cirilski spomenici u Bosni i Hercegovini”
(1959). Medutim, neki od ovih dokumenata danas
se ne nalaze u biblioteci:

stoljece (zagubljeno);

Ms 11 — Knjizica “Casus consientiae” (Bracne
smetnje...), 17. stoljece, 8 listova;

Ms 13 — Poljicki zbornik pjesama, ljekarija i drugo,
17. stolje¢e, nabavljeno od Mate Mihanovica,

26 listova;

Ms 637 — Tefter porodice Sicic¢a iz Poljica, 1757.
god.;

Ms 1274 — Rozdanik i ljekarusa, prva polovica 18.
stoljeca.

Prema inventarnoj knjizi, dokumenti su zavedeni
u periodu od 1. 11. 1949. do 2. 12. 1949. godine.
Takoder je navedeno da je to poklon Ministarstva,
a grafitnom olovkom je dopisano: “Iz biblioteke
Poljanic¢a”.

Kada je rije¢ o objavljivanju dokumenata iz Polja-
nic¢eve zbirke, valja istaci da se potreba za njihovom
obradom 1 prezentacijom javlja ve¢ odavno budu-
¢i da vecina dokumenata iz ove zbirke do sada nije
objavljivana. Izuzetak od toga Cine najstarije ispra-
ve Cije je tekstove s kratkim regestama objavio A.

project “Protection and presentation of documents
from the archive of the Poljica Republic written in
Bosancica”. Traditional and virtual exhibitions will
provide visibility and promotion of the project.

3. About Poljica documents from Aleksandar
Poljani¢’s collection

Poljica Documents Collection of NULB&H is en-
tered in inventory books under the numbers Ms 959
— Ms 1252, which makes 293 documents in total.
Documents are, more or less, entered chronologi-
cally, so the first is the eldest dated 1507 while the
last is dated 1867. Several documents are not dated
at all (some 10 documents). The entry process of the
documents into the inventory books was conducted
from March 6" to April 25%, 1953.

Apart from these documents, Special Collections of
NULB&H possesses some other Cyrillic documents
created in Poljica duly entered into its inventory
books on some other locations. They are mentioned
in V. Mosin and S. M. Tralji¢’s list, presented in the
article “Cyrillic written monuments in Bosnia and
Herzegovina” (“Cirilski spomenici u Bosni i Her-
cegovini”) (1959). However, some of these docu-
ments are no longer available in the NULB&H:

Ms 2 — Poljicki statut, a transcript from the middle
of the 18™ century, 48 sheets. (lost);

Ms 3 — Poljicki statut, a transcript from 1716, 42
sheets;

Ms 4 (a—c) — Poljicki zbornik: molitve, zapisi i ska-
zanije o redu karmelitanskome, 17" century, 25
sheets, procured from the parish priest Mate Mihan-
ovi¢ from Sitno (b and c lost);

Ms 4a — Molitve blagoslova, till p. 15;

Ms 5 — Poljicki traktat iz pastirskog bogoslovija,
17" century (lost);

Ms 11 — Booklet “Casus consientiae” (Marital dis-
orders...), 17" century, 8 sheets;

Ms 13 — Poljicki zbornik pjesama, ljekarija i drugo,
17" century, procured from Mate Mihanovic,

26 sheets;

Ms 637 — Tefter porodice Sicica iz Poljica (Note-
book of the Sici¢ family from Poljica), 1757.

Ms 1274 — Rozdanik i [jekarusa, the first half of the
18™ century.

According to the inventory book documents were
entered from November 1* to December 12", 1948.
It is also stated that these documents were gifts from
the Ministry, however, the pencil note reads: “From
Poljani¢’s library™.

When it comes to publications of documents from
Poljani¢’s Collection, it must be stated that the need
for its processing and presentation occurred a long
time ago chiefly because the majority of these doc-

U okviru prve faze projekta digitalizirana je prva
stotina tekstova iz Poljaniceve zbirke te se sada
moze preciznije govoriti i o sadrzaju ovoga dijela
zbirke. Rije€ je o dokumentima uglavnom pravno-
ga sadrzaja koji su nastali u Poljicima, prostoru oko
planine Mosor* koji je tokom ranog novovjekovlja
bio op¢ina ili knezija Ciji je status bio djelomi¢no
samostalan, pa je zivot bio prili¢no upravljan vla-
stitim obicajima, statutarno propisanim odredbama,
javnim ustanovama i sluzbama lokalnoga karaktera
(Botica 2017, 15). Glavnina isprava koje su dosad
obradene sadrze mikrotoponime njihova nastanka:
Donja Dubrava, Gata, Sitno, Gornje Polje, Donje
Polje, Trnbusi, Srijane, Jasenovo, Jurkovié¢i, Donji
Dolac, Krug, Nova Sela, Katuni, Kilica, dok manji
broj dokumenata ne sadrzi tacno mjesto nastanka,
ali se na osnovu njihovog sadrzaja jasno ustanovlja-
va da su nastali na prostoru Poljica.

Najveci broj dokumenata navedene zbirke ¢ine kupo-
prodajni ugovori, ali se tu nalaze zaloznice, oporuke
(testamenti), darovnice, naredbe, odluke, potom ra-
zni ugovori o podjeli imovine, posudbi, zamjeni, kao
i knjizice racuna itd. Budu¢i da je rije¢ uglavnom o
pravnim dokumentima — ispravama u najSirem smi-
slu, u strukturnom smislu one slijede konvencional-
ne formule po uzoru na latinske isprave.’

Najstariji dokument iz nasega korpusa je kupopro-
dajni ugovor (Ms 959) sacinjen 22. februara 1507.
godine u kojem Mandalina, supruga Tadije Garga-
tovica, prodaje Jurju Beslijinu i njegovim sinovima
komad zemlje pod GaleSinom stazom, a zatim slijedi
kupoprodajni ugovor (Ms 960) iz 10. maja 1522. go-
dine, pisan na pergameni, u kojem Simun Pedanovié¢
sa svojim bratom Grgurem pred poljickim zborom
kupuje od Tomasa Vuksi¢a komad zemlje u Sitnomu.

Starijim dokumentima pripada i pismo splitskog
age Smajela Mehmeda kliskom i imotskom kadiji iz
1591. god. u kojem se nalaze da se Luki i njegovoj
sestri Kati vrati bastina u Gornjemu Polju koju je
uzurpirao ¢ovjek iz Klisa. Ovo pismo ima i prijepis
iz 22. januara 1757. na kojem stoji: “Kopija iz tur-
skoga pisma”.

3 To su sljedece isprave: Ms 960, Ms 961/1, Ms 961/2, Ms 963 i Ms
9717.

Prostor Poljica, koja se nalaze u srednjoj Dalmaciji, jugoistoéno
od Splita, dijeli se na Gornja, Srednja i Donja Poljica. U Donjim
Poljicima nalazi se Sest mjesta: Strozanac, Podstrana, Jesenice, Dugi
Rat, Duce i Priko, u Srednjim Poljicima trinaest: Sitno Gornje, Sitno

uments were not published so far. An exception to
this is the oldest documents whose texts with short
regesta were published in “Privatno-pravni ugovori
XVI veka iz Poljicke zupe” (1934) by A. Solovjev.?

In the first phase of projects hundred texts from the
Poljanic Collection were digitized and therefore a
much clearer insight into the content of this part of
the collection has been made. These documents are
chiefly legally enacted in Poljica, the region sur-
rounding mountain Mosor* which was a partially
independent municipality or county in the early new
age, and life was governed by its unique customs,
statutory rules, public institutions, and local ser-
vices (Botica 2017, 15). The majority of processed
documents contain its specific places of origin:
Donja Dubrava, Gata, Sitno, Gornje Polje, Donje
Polje, Trnbusi, Srijane, Jasenovo, Jurkoviéi, Donji
Dolac, Krug, Nova Sela, Katuni, Kilica, while only
a few of them lack a place of origin but their content
confirms that they originated in Poljica.

The majority of documents from this Collection
are sales and purchase contracts but also mortgage
documents, testaments, and wills, donation deeds,
decrees, resolutions, inheritance documents as well
as documents of loans, exchange and ledger books,
etc. Considering their legal nature in the widest
sense, structurally these documents subscribe to
conventional forms of the Latin documents.>

The oldest document from our corps is a sales pur-
chase agreement (Ms 959) made on February 22",
1507 in which Mandalina, wife of Tadija Gargatovic,
sells a piece of land under Galesin pathway to Juraj
Beslijin and his sons. It is followed by a sales and
purchase agreement (Ms 960) dated May 10", 1522,
written on parchment, in which Simun Pedanovi¢
and his brother Gurgur buys a piece of land in Sitno
from Tomas Vuksi¢ before Poljica Assembly.

One of the oldest documents is also a letter from
Smajel Mehmed-aga to Imotski Kadi dated 1591 in
which he orders restitution of heritage in Gornje Pol-
je to Luka and his sister Kata, which was usurped by
aman from Klis. This letter has a copy dated January
2201757 which states: “Copy from Turkish letter.”

Among the first hundred documents made in Polji-

Pored isprava nastalih u Poljicima, u prvih stotinu
dokumenata ove zbirke naslo se i nekoliko dokume-
nata koji su nastali u Splitu, Trogiru i Sinju, ali se
njihov sadrzaj takoder odnosi na Poljica. Tako npr.,
generalni providur Dalmacije i Albanije Karlo Piza-
ni, na zalbu Ivana Uzini¢a da mu tezaci ¢ine Stetu u
Mir¢i, zabranjuje tezacima pod prijetnjom kazne od
100 dukata ulazak u posjede bez dopustenja (Split,
20. august 1717, Ms 1021). Navedena isprava pi-
sana je i u latini¢noj verziji. RjeSavanje sporova u
Poljicima sadrzaj je isprava generalnih providura
Daniela Dolfina upuéenih velikom poljickom kne-
zu Petru Sinov¢icu (Sinj, 14. septembar 1736, Ms
1043) i Marina Antona Kavalija upucenih velikom
knezu Marku Bari¢u (Trogir, 20. novembar 1740,
Ms 1059). Svojim sadrzajem posebno je zanimljiv
rukopis Ms 1000, koji je kopija iz knjiZice termecija
generalnog providura. Dokument govori o naselja-
vanju Zrnovnice, koju je generalni providur Bernar-
do Antonio dodijelio skupini Vlaha harambase Vida
Buhovca zbog zasluga za mletacku drzavu, nakon
§to su Mlecani potjerali Turke i zauzeli Zrnovnicu.®

4. O pismu i jeziku poljickih isprava i nacinu
njihove prezentacije

Pismo kojim su pisane poljicke isprave novovjekov-

naje varijanta zapadne Cirilice ¢ija je Siroka upotreba

— bosanskohumsko, srednjedalmatinsko i dubrovac-

ko podrucje — proizvela razlicite regionalne podtipo-

ve. Ova brzopisna varijanta ¢irilice u literaturi nosi

ca of this Collection, several documents were made
in Split, Trogir, and Sinj, however, their content is
also related to Poljica. For example, the provedi-
tor (providur) of Dalmatia and Albania, Karlo Pi-
zani issues a property entrance restraining order to
farmers with a possible fine of 100 ducats. At the re-
quest of Ivan Uzuni¢ from Mir¢a (Split, August 20™,
1717, Ms 1021). This document was also written in
Latin letters. Dispute settlements in Poljica are the
content of the documents of the governor’s Daniel
Dolfin sent to Poljica Grand Duke Petar Sinov¢i¢
(Sinj, September 14™, 1736, Ms 1043), and Marin
Anton Kavali sent to Grand Duke Marko Bari¢
(Trogir, November 20", 1740, Ms 1059). Manu-
script Ms1000 has particularly interesting content
and is a copy from the General Ruler’s library. The
document explains the settlement of Zrnovnica, giv-
en by general ruler Bernardo Antonio to the group
of Vlachs led by Vid Buhovac for their commitment
to the Venetian state after the Venetians expelled the
Turks and conquered Zrnovnica.®

4. On Script and Language of Poljica Documents
and the Methods Of Its Presentation

The script in which Poljica documents were written
is a variant of western Cyrillic which produced re-
gional subtypes due to its wide use: Bosnia-Hum,
Middle Dalmatia, and Dubrovnik area. This ital-
ic variant of Cyrillic in literature has different
names: bosanska cirilica (Racki), bosanska azbuk-

razli¢ite nazive: bosanska cirilica (Racki), bosanska
azbukva (Ber€ic¢), bosancica (Kurelac, Truhelka, Ze-
lic-Bucan), bosanica (Zlatovié), hrvatsko-bosanska
cirilica (Kukuljevi¢ Sakcinski), bosansko-dalmatin-
ska cirilica (Jagi¢), a kod hrvatskih filologa nerijetko
se nominacije hrvatska cirilica’ i bosancica tretiraju
kao sinonimi (Zeli¢-Buéan, Zagar). Za éiriliéni br-
zopis kojim su pisane poljicke isprave susrece se i
naziv poljic¢ica (Zagar 2009, 213), ¢ime se ukazuje
na regionalnu varijantu ovoga pisma u kojoj je doslo
do znatnog ujednacavanja “na paleografskom i orto-
grafskom planu, zamjetljivije nego u ostalim bosa-
nicnim (hrvatskocirili¢cnim) regionalnim tipovima”
(Zagar 2009, 211). Vazno je istaé¢i da na dalmatin-
skom prostoru paralelno zivi latinica, §to potvrduju
neki dokumenti iz korpusa Poljani¢eve zbirke u koji-
ma dolaze potpisi i dijelovi isprava pisani latinicom,
kao npr. isprave iz kancelarije velikoga kneza Petra
Sinov¢ic¢a koje je ispisao kancelir Pava Juretinovi¢.®
Osim toga, u korpusu koji je dosad obraden nasao
se dokument pisan dvama pismima: ¢irilicom i la-
tinicom — isprava generalnog providura Dalmacije i
Albanije Karla Pizanija (Ms 1021), dok isprava ge-
neralnog providura Marina Antona Kavalija sadrzi
isti tekst i na italijanskom jeziku (Ms 1059).

U prvoj fazi projekta, u okviru prvog dijela edicije
koja je zamisljena kao trotomna prezentirat ¢e se pr-
vih stotinu isprava Poljani¢eve zbirke (Ms 959 — Ms
1059). Dokumenti ¢e se predstaviti hronoloski, $to u
potpunosti ne odgovara poretku koji su uspostavili
bibliotekari prilikom zavodenja isprava i dodjeljiva-
nja signatura. Za svaki ¢e se dokument, na samom
pocetku, navesti najvazniji egdoticki podaci: vrije-
me i mjesto nastanka, kratka regesta i signatura. Na-
kon toga bit ¢e predstavljen tekst dokumenta u dvi-
je verzije: ¢irilicnoj i latini¢noj te faksimil isprave
koji ¢e buducim istraziva¢ima omoguciti provjeru i
eventualnu korekciju naseg Citanja.

U (¢irilicnom transkriptu oponasat ¢e se stanje u
izvornom rukopisu: tekst ¢e biti prenesen principom
red na red, slovo za slovo, oponasat ¢e se nadred-
na slova kao i interpunkcija u onoj mjeri u kojoj to
omogucava font kojim se sluzimo (BosNow).

U latini¢noj verziji, koja ¢e biti sadinjena s namje-
rom da priblizi tekst savremenom Citaocu, slijedit ¢e
se transkripcijsko nacelo. S obzirom na bogatstvo
ortografskih rjeSenja te ¢injenicu da odredena slo-
va 1 njihove kombinacije imaju razli¢ite vrijednosti

Nazivu hrvatsko pismo ponekad potvrdu daju i dokumenti u kojima
stoji takva nominacija. U dodatku Poljickog statuta (1665) Poljicani
svoje pismo nazivaju hrvatskim pismom (Zeli¢-Bucan 1961, 8), a
taj se naziv najc¢esce pojavljuje u dokumentima koji imaju prijevod
na italijanski i hrvatski ili su prijevod s italijanskog i hrvatskog jezi-
ka (Botica 2017, 17). Upravo je to slucaj i s dokumentom iz naSeg
korpusa Ms 1043, gdje u zaglavlju stoji: Ispisanje iz latinskoga u
arvacko po istini.

va (Ber¢€i¢), bosancica (Kurelac, Truhelka, Zeli¢-
Bucan), bosanica (Zlatovi¢), hrvatsko-bosanska
c¢irilica (Kukuljevi¢ Sakcinski), bosansko-dalmat-
inska ¢cirilica (Jagi¢), while the Croatian philolo-
gist tend to use hrvatska céirilica’ and bosancica as
synonyms (Zelié-Budan, Zagar). For italic Cyrillic
used in Poljica documents poljicica name was used
(Zagar 2009, 213). This indicates a regional variant
of this script which underwent considerable harmo-
nization “on the palaeographic and orthographic
plan much more compared to other Bosnian (Cro-
atian Cyrillic) regional types” (Zagar 2009, 211).
It is important to state the Latin script is used in
parallel in the Dalmatian area. Some documents
from Poljani¢’s Collections confirm this and they
include signatures and part of documents written in
Latin script such as documents from the office of
the Grand Duke Petar Sinovci¢ written by a chief
officer (kancelir) Pava Juretinovi¢.? In addition, the
processed corps contains a document written in two
scripts: Cyrillic and Latin — the document of the
general ruler of Dalmatia and Albania, Karlo Piza-
ni (Ms 1021), while the document of general ruler
Marin Anton Kavali contains the same text but also
in Italian language (Ms 1059).

The first phase of the project envisages the first
edition which will contain three volumes and will
introduce the first hundred documents of Poljani¢’s
Collection (Ms 959-Ms 1059). The documents will
be introduced chronologically which is fully by the
order set by librarians during registration and assig-
nation. Every document shell contains the most im-
portant egdotic data: time and place of origin, short
chronology and document number, signature. This
will be followed by the text of the documents in two
versions Cyrillic and Latin complemented with a
facsimile of the document which will enable future
researchers’ evaluation and eventual correction of
our reading.

Cyrillic transcript shell imitates the original man-
uscript: the text will be copied line by line, letter
by letter, superscript letter and punctuation will be
imitated to the extent which the font used will allow
(BosNow).

The Latin script version, which will be made to

familiarise text with the contemporary reader, will
follow transcription principles. Considering the rich

The term Croatian script (hrvatsko pismo) is sometimes confirmed
by documents containing such terminology.

The Latin script transliteration will have contempo-
rary punctuation, and the letters in numerical values
will be transnumerated in Arabic numbers.

In addition, some other intervention shell be done
to easier understanding of the text; parts of text in
a Cyrillic version that are not reconstructed, shell
be reconstructed in Latin script version with square
brackets [ ] when there is the highest certainty to
which part of the text is missing; abbreviations will
be put in brackets ( ), and missing parts of the word
in pointed brackets < ». Adaptation to contemporary
language will follow the principles that are, more
or less, standardized in the publication of old texts.

In the end, we hope that this project will trigger sim-
ilar endeavours to recognize the importance of cul-
tural heritage as an unavoidable witness of cultural,
artistic, social, and political processes. Moreover,
simplified access to text through constant availabil-
ity with the digital collection and online platforms
will connect experts from various fields and encour-
age their collaboration. The use of information and
communication technologies in the process of or-
ganization and presentation of cultural heritage will
promote the importance and the role of the library
in society.
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
